Taiwan Textile Federation will be holding an exciting new product launch at European Outdoor in Friedrichshafen, entitled “Discover Green Innovations from Taiwan Textiles”. This one hour new product launch will be in Liechtenstein Meeting Room at first floor of West Conference Centre on July 16th at 12:50, six companies will unveil their green innovations during this launch.
A Glance at the New Product Launch
Chia Her is well known in yarn dye, filament, weaving and dye finishing. It explains that making a contribution to society is part of its core business philosophy. Chia Her will feature biodegradable fabrics made by APEXA®. APEXA® causes no adverse effects to the environment during and after degradation. It can be used in the applications of apparel, industrial and packaging.
Chang Ho will demonstrate a fabric named “Naturlon”, which has many characteristics of cotton and nylon. It is a combined filament yarn fabric, but with a natural cotton hand-feel. Other advantages include built-in ultraviolet protection and easy care qualities etc. Perhaps of greatest interest of all to many in today’s market, Naturlon is cheaper than cotton. 
Everest Textile will focus on lighter weight products. The company claims that its latest fabric–“Ever Extreme Light Weight 5 denier - is the lightest and finest fabric in the world”. Everest says, as part of the wider move towards more environmentally friendly clothing. Ever Extreme Light Weight 5 denier is so light that the company has nicknamed it “The Emperor’s New Clothes” because wearing garments made from the product will feel like wearing no clothes at all. 
Ho Yu will feature its Cocl (coconut-based) fabrics. In the case of Cocl, the key ingredient is coconut active carbon. Coconut is a very important product in the economies of the tropics, HOYU says, but the shells are often dumped. Grinding them up into semi-micron particles to mix with polyester can add properties such as high levels of moisture and temperature management to finished fabric.
Singtex will have its S.Café recycled polyester fabrics based on coffee grounds. The company uses a patented process that transforms post-consumed coffee grounds into S.Café yarn. It then uses the yarn to produce a range of knitted and woven fabrics and softshell fabrics. S.Café fabrics are fast drying because moisture coming into contact with the material spreads out, making the evaporation process quicker. They also offer high levels of odour control and ultraviolet protection.
Tri Ocean will feature its polypropylene fabric. The Company markets the filament polypropylene yarn under the brand name “DreamFel”. Tested against Oeko-Tex standard 100, DreamFel is 30% lighter than polyester and 20% lighter than nylon, according to the manufacturer. In addition, the product is skin-friendly, with low thermal conductivity – meaning a garment made of it can retain heat for longer and high levels of odour and abrasion resistance.
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
